	Scheme of Work: Dance: James Bond: Year 5



	

	Key Stage: 2

	YEAR: 5
	DURATION:  8 LESSONS

	AIM: Pupils will select and use compositional ideas to produce a dance based around the James Bond dynamic movements. Pupils will develop individual and paired sequences in the throughout the dance focusing on the performance skills and dynamics used. Pupils will create a freeze frame section around fighting James Bond key positions. Student will evaluate and comment on individual performance to improve dance. Pupils should learn how to successfully take an action and begin apply correct dynamics to the performance based on the musicality.


	Prior Learning
It is helpful if the pupils have:

· Knowledge of counts and sets and be able to count each in.
· An understanding of actions, space and dynamics, relationships. 
· Basic performance skills, not talking during the dance. 

· Move equipment not being used to the side for health and safety reasons. 

	Language for Learning

Through the activities in this unit pupils will be able to understand and use words relating to: Laban’s analysis
Freeze frames, action /reaction, unison, canon, contact improvisation, 

Speaking and listening – pupils should collaborate with others to develop the fighting scenes and solve problems this might bring up.

	New Key Concepts and Processes:

	Exploring and Communicating Ideas, Concepts and Emotions
(formerly acquire and develop)
Pupils will select and apply compositional ideas related to the dance theme of James Bond. Pupils will apply developed, and adapted movements around the theme. Pupils will look to take movement based on the film and pictures apply a dance movement to communicate the idea with a dance stylistic quality. 
	Developing Physical and Mental Capacity

(formerly evaluate and improve)
Physical warm ups questioning will aid as a useful fitness understanding tool in developing a pupil’s physical capacity in dance movements of flexibility, coordination, and timing. Develop the confidence to perform in front of other people. Develop the mental determination to succeed in producing a James Bond themed dance. 

	Developing Performance

(formerly select and apply)
Pupils will develop strength, coordination and higher levels of body control necessary to perform the movements required. Extension, and timing will start to be refined. Pupils will begin to see the need for different dynamics in different sections of the dance. 

	Making and Applying Decisions

(formerly select and apply)
Pupils will develop compositional ideas based around a James Bond events. Pupils start to look at how phases are aesthetically improved through control of body and basic performance skills. Working with a pair will require a level of communication and teamwork.
	Making Informed Choices About Healthy, Active Lifestyle

(formerly knowledge of health and fitness)
Understand the use of dance in a healthy active lifestyle and how dance makes us feel when we have worked hard. Suggest any dance clubs within school and promote community links. Understand how performance and safety are improved when preparation is carried out properly.

	Evaluating and Improving

(formerly evaluate and improve)
Appropriate questioning on dance so far. Pupils will be able to comment and evaluate their own and others strengths and weaknesses to different abilities based on video and observation of peer and self-assessment. Use sheets and whiteboard and power point to understand how to achieve optimal grade. Be able to suggest improvement in own and groups work.

	Introduction to new unit- James Bond introduction scene (0-0.-0.20)
To know where the character James bond came from and what the stories are based around.

To be able to perform the teacher lead sequence. 


	Teacher will ask pupils to bring their planners to the lesson, start of the lesson make sure pupils have written their grades from pervious unit. Teacher will explain theme of the unit James Bond. Teacher will ask pupils who is James Bond. What was/is significant about 2012? 50 anniversary of the first James Bond. Teacher will show trailer to give pupils a better idea of JB. http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=-qvWD9MPSkY 

Teacher will question pupils on key things in all JB films. Teacher lead section of 3 sets. Pupils will peer assess each other and level each other based on the performance to the music.

	All lessons start with own warm up dance followed by re-cap of last lessons dance so far.

	Obstacle course part 1(0.20-0.36) 4 sets - Pupils will understand why James Bond need to get out of the way quickly.
 -Pupils will successfully create their own obstacle scene.
-Pupils will be able to develop routine through basic action, space and dynamics. 
	Pupils will recap last week’s dance. Teacher will give pupils a separate warm up this teacher will show a JB clip from Casino Royale or tell a story of him over coming an obstacle and pupils have to decide how to react. Pupils will create own 4 sets of obstacle routine and write it down on worksheet. Pupils will adapt routine through, action, space and dynamics to make it more interesting. Pupils will perform routine to  in front of a peer to peer assess on the L.O and worksheet.

	Obstacle course part 2 –Peer teaching (0.20-0.51)
Pupils will be able to successfully teach their obstacle routine to another person.


	Pupils will recap last 2 lessons work. Pupils will spend 5 minute recapping their obstacle routine. Teacher will talk about the first lesson and how she taught the teacher lead sequence. Teacher will question pupils on how best they learn (looking, doing, being told). Pupils will teach their routine to a partner of the same ability. Pupils will swap around half way through the lesson to be the teacher or student. At the end of the lessons pupils will try and perform partner A’s first then followed straight onto B. More able pairs will perform theirs first then partners.

	Fighting none contact (capoeira) (0.51- 1.18) –
Pupils will be able to successfully create a capoeira style none contact dance sequence. 
	Warm-up pupils will do their warm up routine. Pupils will recap last 3 lessons work. Teacher will explain L.O. Teacher will demonstrate key movements of capoeira pupils will put them into the own style. Pupils will create 4-8 sets of fighting movements. L.A will repeat actions M.A will create all 8 sets. Pupils will apple movements to the music. Pupils apply sequence to the whole dance.

	Intimidation scene (1.18-1.49)  (4 sets) .
Pupils will understand what intimidation is and how to represent it in dance.

-Pupils will develop intimidation through action, space, dynamics & relationships. 

 
	Warm-up pupils will do their warm up routine. Teacher will get pupils to recap the past four lessons work. Teacher will talk about what intimidation means. Pupils observe through watch short clips from previous James bond clips of intimidation. Will talk about what intimidation is and how we can show it as a class. As a class make up the first 8-16 counts of intimidation. Pupils make up their own 4 -6 sets. L.A will make up another intimidation sequence and then repeat. M.A will make up 3 other intimidation sequences.

	Contact section (contact improvisation)- (1.-51-2.05)  4 sets Pupils will be able to successfully create a contact section of the dance.

	Warm-up pupils will do their warm up routine. Teacher will get pupils to recap the past 6 lessons work. Teacher will teach pupils some contact movements. Pupils will put these into a sequence for contact. L.A will make up 4 sets. M.A will make up 8 sets. Pupils will find linking movements between the contact that links to James Bond style fighting.

	Self and peer assessment -

Assess own performance and performance of group identifying strengths and weaknesses in performance. Be clear about what they have achieved and what they will spend the rest of the lesson achieving.

	Warm up- pupils will perform their warm up dance. Pupils will be able to recap dance so far. Pupils will be paired up. Pupils will rock paper scissors who will perform first. Pupils will assess based on the criteria sheets. Pupils will swap over performers and observers. Teacher will film pupils so pupils can self-assess their work and give themselves a level at the end of the lesson.

	Assessment 

Teacher assessment lesson 
	Pupils will perform warm up dance at start of the lesson. Pupils will spend the first 10 minutes without the music using their time effectively to recap their dance. Pupils will spend 10 minutes with the music practicing linking it all in. Teacher will spend the lesson assessing pupils based on performance, chorography and evaluation skills.
